Domestic Violence. Anna had served as the
Su Casa’s Emergency Shelter Manager for
the past 4 years before assuming this new
position effective 2/1/17. Anna shared with
us that Su Casa is more than a shelter. Su
Casa offers 24 hr. hotline services; a walk-in
resource center; a 22 bed emergency shelter
as well as a Transitional shelter that allows
families to live there up to 6- 9 months rent
free while receiving counseling, life skills,
parenting classes, case management,
household establishment, and preparation
for independent community living.

At this meeting we were able to present our
“No Sew” blankets that members of Bellflower
Soroptimists as well as family and friends have
made. These blankets will be given to the
victims and will be theirs to keep forever. Lots
of blankets to choose from & more to come!
